Note: An adjustment to throttle assembly position may be necessary to suit KAOKOu Throttle Stabilizers. The throttle assembly position on aftermarket bars, and some OEM bars, is adjusta-
ble. The assembly can marginally be re-positioned along the handle bars slightly loosening the throttle assembly clamp screws, and then sliding the throttle assembly along the handle bars
(left or right). Once done, firmly tighten the clamp screws to OEM torque specifications. This adjustment is generally not necessary.

Fitting Instructions

Step 1

Remove right hand Bar Weight and replace with KAOKO™ Throttle Stabilizer Kit as per above picture 1 and picture 2.

Step 2

Ensure that the plastic thrust washer is fitted in between the KAOKO™ Friction Nut and the motorcycle throttle sleeve. Firmly tighten Bar Weight retaining screw.

Carefully set rotational resistance of the friction nut by tightening/loosening the grub screw by small adjustments using the 2mm allen key provided in the Kaoko Kit.
Take care not to over tighten risking damage to threads. The nut should have fairly firm rotational resistance.

Operating Instructions

The Friction Nut has a left hand thread. In readiness for engagement, the Friction Nut must be adjusted so that it makes light contact against the thrust washer.

To Engage: While rolling on the throttle, the Friction Nut can be gripped between the small finger and palm of hand. This action tightens the nut and provides sufficient friction to set the
throttle to the desired opening.

To Disengage: While rolling off the throttle, grip the Friction Nut between small finger and palm of hand.

VERY IMPORTANT!! The throttle should open and snap closed freely when correctly disengaged.
